The second meeting is the regular
annual event to discuss technical details of implementing the Kyoto Protocol and to

negotiate a new climate deal to replace Kyoto in 2013.

Canberra, Australia (still undecided but expected to take place mid 2010):
After the first unsuccessful trial; the Australian government is planning to launch the
carbon trading scheme which will be one of the main vehicles for fighting against

climate change in Australia.

Luxemburg, Europe (21st of June):
The environment ministers of the European Union will meet with a not-yet finalized
agenda. Emissions trading and climate change will likely to be discussed during this

meeting.

Mexico City, Mexico (29th of November — 10th of December):

The United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change (UNFCCC) ministerial
meeting. This much expected annual meeting where ministers from all around the world
usually sign off tweaks on implementation of Kyoto Protocol may have crucial

importance as Copenhagen conference failed to produce the desired outcome.
